Today firefighters concentrated on Alamo Canyon, Pajarito Flats and Forest Road 443 (Hake Lake) area securing and holding containment lines. Burnouts were conducted successfully near El Valle loop and south of San Patricio. The burnout operations are used to create a buffer between firefighters and the fire edge. Crews are also mopping up in near El Valle loop and south of San Patricio.
 

Most of the smoke that was visible was coming from pockets of islands of vegetation burning within the interior of the perimeter. Some smoke was drifting into Ruidoso and Ruidoso Downs.
 

Firefighters are holding the fireline well around the perimeter of the Donaldson Fire. Other crews will continue to monitor and patrol it closely. Firefighters were able to go direct on the fire edge by building fireline in the south of US Hwy 70 in Alamo Canyon.
Burnout operations will continue tomorrow in the same areas as mentioned above as weather conditions permit. Air support will be available to assist.
