Fire crews had a successful day working on rehabilitating containment lines throughout the Donaldson Fire perimeter. Firefighters worked seeking out heat around the fire edges to monitor, patrol, and protect structures and values at risk. Containment lines held well today. 

There still is a potential for single tree torching within the interior and natural burning of some larger unburned islands in the late afternoon as temperatures increase.  Spotting could be a concern for fire personnel.

Tomorrow: Crews will continue rehabilitation activities to prevent erosion and improve any damage from fire and suppression operations.  Some of the rehab efforts include seeding, creating water bars and scattering brush to help stabilize the containment lines.  The Donaldson Fire will be monitored by air and ground.

The New Mexico Type 2 Team (Pierson) transitioned to the Pecos Zone Type 3 Team (Tudor) at 10:00 PM on July 6, 2011.
