“From Parlor to Paddock – A Life of Collecting” 
Opens at the Hubbard Museum 
(Ruidoso Downs, NM) – The Hubbard Museum of the American West announces a unique look at never before displayed artifacts from the Anne C. Stradling Collection in the exhibit entitled “From Parlor to Paddock- A Life of Collecting”. The exhibit opened in the Museum’s Mezzanine Gallery on March 1st and will run through June 12th, 2011.  
Anne Stradling was truly a collector, and in today’s vernacular, she would most likely have been described as a “hoarder”, as her collection contains thousands of pieces collected over 300 years of family history, many of which have historical significance. This exhibit features a little bit of everything: from art to spurs, and everything in between.

“This may be the most important exhibit ever produced by the staff at the Hubbard Museum,” said Museum Director, Jim Kofakis. “The public perception of the Museum is wagons and saddles, but the truth is our collection contains over 10,000 artifacts covering almost every subject matter imaginable, including artifacts from the Revolutionary and Civil Wars and items owned by United States Presidents. The goal of this exhibit is to show that we are more than just wagons and saddles and to provide the visiting public the opportunity to see as much of our entire collection as possible over the next few years.”
Exhibit highlights include a ceremonial saddle given to President Franklin D. Roosevelt by the Bey of Tunis prior to the 1945 Malta Conference, artwork from several members of the famed Native American Begay family and a collection of hand-carved animal figures, some of which are smaller than the nail on ones little finger. Also included are a wagon “trace” used at Valley Forge during the Revolutionary War and a buggy whip used during President Theodore Roosevelt’s inaugural parade.
